e In 2016, 88% of people aged 25 to 64 in Lambton had a high school diploma or equivalency certificate, compared with
88% in Ontario.

e For those with postsecondary certificates, diplomas or degrees, the most common fields of study included: health
professions and related programs (17%), business management, marketing and related support services (13%),
engineering technologies and engineering-related fields (8%), construction trades (8%) and mechanic and repair
techolgies/technicians (6%). Compared to the province, Lambton residents were more likely to have studied
engineering and contruction.

Compared to the province, Lambton residents aged 25 to 64 years were more likely than Ontario residents to report
the completion of high school, an apprenticeship or college as their highest level of education and less likely to have
obtained a university degree.
